Accommodation Fee and Estimated Living Costs per month

· Visa:  about US 350 dollars

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

I. KIMEP Application Procedure:

In order to apply for this exchange program, please ensure that you satisfy the requirements of the program and submit necessary completed documents to the International Relations Office in KIMEP: 

· Good English skills 

· At least one full year of undergraduate or one full semester of graduate study at KIMEP in either Economics, Business, or Political Science (BSc, BAE- 2,3 and MBA, MA)
· Completed Application Form for Pre-Approval of Transfer/Substitute Courses for KIMEP Exchange Students (download it from our website at www.kimep.kz/international - KIMEP Students - How to Apply)

· Completed KIMEP’s Application Form (download it from our website at www.kimep.kz/international - KIMEP Students - How to Apply)

· A recommendation letter from a KIMEP faculty member

· An unofficial transcript
· Financial proof of at least $3,725 on your (or your parents’) bank account.

II. Jonkoping International Business Sschool Application Procedure:

Having been nominated as an exchange student to JIBS, your next step would be to complete the on-line application process. 
KIMEP will inform JIBS about KIMEP exchange students, then you will be provided with the username and password to be able to fill all the requested information in the on-line application (personal info, choice of courses, etc)

The web page to visit is http://jibsnet.hj.se, please print out the confirmation of your choice of courses, get it signed by the Chair of your Department at KIMEP, and then mail it to JIBS International Student Coordinator together with the transcript of academic records before the application deadline. JIBS will mail students’ letters of acceptance as soon as they receive documents mentioned above. Having received the invitation letters, students must obtain their visa.
