Accommodation Fee per month

· Dormitory: about 30-200 EURO. SSE in Riga can assist in finding a place in student dormitories. Payment for the student dormitories is LVL 20 (EUR 30) per month. Students can also look for accommodation in the private sector, and the price for a 2-room furnished flat excluding electricity, gas and telephone bills will be around LVL 100(EUR 200) per month.
Estimated Living Costs per month
· Meals: 160 EURO
· Local transportation, miscellaneous:  75 EURO
Other Expenses

· Visa and insurance:  about 50+50 EURO 
· Compulsory payment for handouts and printouts: 85 EURO per semester

· Round ticket:  about 700 EURO

Total: about 2,000 EURO per semester (or more depending on students’ preferences for accommodation)
