APPLICATION PROCEDURES:
I. KIMEP Application Procedure:

In order to apply for the exchange program to Yonsei University, please ensure that you satisfy the requirements of the academic program and submit necessary completed documents to the International Relations Office in KIMEP:

· Good English skills 

· At least one full year of undergraduate or one full semester of graduate study at KIMEP (with KIMEP background from entering the Master program)

· Completed Course Pre-Approval Form; choose the courses you’d like to take at Yonsei  website http://oia.yonsei.ac.kr/ or 2008 Spring English Course list and have them approved by the Course Instructor

· Completed KIMEP’s Application Form (download it from our website at www.kimep.kz/international - KIMEP students - How to Apply)

· A recommendation letter from a KIMEP faculty member

· A copy of your unofficial transcript
