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RESIDENCE RULES FOR KIMEP DORMITORY 

1. Rules for Taking Up Residence:

1.1. Accomodation in the dormitory is provided for one semester.

1.2. Places in dorm rooms are allocated by the Dormitory Director in accordance with lists approved by  Financial Aid department .

1.3. Contract on accomodation in dormitory (hereinafter, Contract) is concluded with full-time Bachelor’s students registered for 4 courses (12 credits), and Master’s students registered for 3 courses (9 credits) or more , after the following documents are provided:

· Identification Document;

· Student ID;

· Taxpayer Registration Number (TRN); 
· Two 3х4 photography –2 pcs.

1.4. Accomodation in KIMEP Dormitory shall be paid on a semester basis. At least1/3 of the total amount shall be  paid as prepayment, and the remaining sum shall be paid within 5 banking days of the date when the Student takes up residence in the Dormitory.    

1.5. After the Contract is concluded and the payment for accomodation is made, the Dormitory administration shall issue an order to the Student authorizing him or her to get a key to the room and a pass indicating number of the room. 

1.6. A student is given a Fiscal cheque with a receipt and the Contract warrant the subsequent accomodation at the dormitory. 

2. Visitor Reception Rules:

2.1.  Visits of the Student’s guests and relatives are allowed from 11 AM to 10 PM for ensuring safety of students’ accommodation. 
2.2. When a guest enters the Dormitory his/her details (name, ID number, address, host’s name and room number) MUST be noted by security guards at the reception. The security guards will keep ID papers of the guest that will be returned to the guest when he/she/they leave. 

2.3.  In case a guest visits the dormitory in the evening he/she must leave the dormitory by I0:00PM.

2.4.  At 9:00PM a RA will inform guests by radio announcements to please leave the Dormitory.

2.5.  At 9:30PM. RAs with one of the security guards will go round the rooms to personally request the guests to leave. 

2.6.  By 10:00PM all guests should check out from the Dormitory.

 

2.7.  If the Visitor Reception Rules are violated, the Student receives a warning. In case of a repeated  offence a guest  will not be allowed to enter the Dormitory.

2.8.  Any individuals other than KIMEP students are forbidden to enter the Dormitory after 10 pm.

2.9.  Only dorm-residents have the right to enter computer classes in the Dormitory after 10 pm.  

2.10. Administration is not liable for safety of the Student’s personal belongings and other property in the room.
2.11. Dean of Student Affairs and director of the Dormitory may check premises of the Dormitory without prior notice.

3. Obligations of the Student:

3.1. The Student shall independently learn and observe Fire Safety Rules. 

3.2.  Students residing in KIMEP Dormitory shall register with a competitive authority within five days of taking up residency. The Student shall provide the following documents to an authorized employee of KIMEP Dormitory who proceeds registration of the Student:

· Certificate that he/she is a registered KIMEP student;

· Students bound to military service shall provide military ID (registration certificate for draftees).  In the military ID, military commissariats shall indicate that the Student has been taken off the military registration by the previous location of residence and taken onto military registration list by Medeuskiy district military committee commissariat.

3.3.  The Student shall:

- keep the premises clean and in order; 

- be polite and correct in regards to the Dormitory administration and maintenance staff;

- when leaving the dormitory, close the window, balcony and lock door and give the key to an employee of the Dormitory;

- notify an employee of the Dormitory when leaving the Dormitory for over 5 days;

- not throw stubs or other trash out of the window onto the Dormitory’s grounds;

- produce its pass when entering the Dormitory.

3.4. Every student residing at the Dormitory shall be involved in maintaining appropriate sanitary order in the Dormitory’s premises and on its grounds (volunteer clean-ups) when defined by the Dormitory’s administration. Announcements of such clean-ups will be placed on the Dormitory’s stands/walls.

3.5. Students are Forbidden to:

 - smoke in the room; 

      - drink alcohol drinks or use narcotic drugs in the Dormitory;

- give keys to his or her room to any person other than the Dormitory staff; 

- move from one to another room without permission;

- keep animals in the room;

- use electrical appliances in the dorm rooms such as electric stoves, open heaters;

- enter the Dormitory under alcohol or drug intoxication;

- make noise and turn on loud music;

- play cards in the dorm rooms;

- initiate playing games of skill or gambling, where gain or loss are involved.

                                                                 4. Rules For Using Dormitory Property 

4.1. The Student shall carefully treat the Dormitory property provided for personal use (electric stoves in household premises, washing machines, vacuum-cleaner, TV set, sofa, armchairs and other furniture in rooms).

4.2. The Student does not have the right to take out of the room beddings, furniture or other property owned by the Dormitory.

4.3. When quitting the Dormitory, the Student shall get departure clearance from the Dormitory Administration and return all property owned by the Dormitory in a proper state according to the Inventory.
5.  Special Provisions 
5.1. For residing in the dormitory, the Student shall have full academic load (registration to 4 or more courses or 12 credits per semester for bachelor’s students, 3 or more or 9 credits per semester for master’s students). Disabled students, exchange students, and students registered to the last courses required for graduation are an exception;

5.2. Contract is terminated with students who have a status of AP (Academic Probation) or DW (Dismissal Warning) within _____ days of the date when the decision on assignment of such status is made.

5.3. The Contract is not concluded with Students whose GPA for the last semester was below 2.67. Disabled students and exchange students are an exception.

6.  Period of Accomodation 
6.1. International students of non-degree programs may reside in the dormitory no longer than for one semester;

6.2. International Bachelor’s students may reside in the dormitory no longer than for four years; foreign Master’s students – for two years.

6.3. Disabled students, orphans and students having scholarships covering accomodation in the dormitory, are provided with accomodation for the whole period of study given provisions of the Contract  and these Rules are observed.

6.4.  Accommodation in the dormitory is provided for one semester to all Students except individuals indicated in Clauses 6.1, 6.2., and 6.3. hereof. The Contract may be prolonged for the subsequent semester provided all provisions of the Contract and these Rules are observed. 

7. Liability for the Violation of These Rules 

7.1.  For the violation of these Rules, the following sanctions (but not limited to) may include:

              -  verbal/written warning;

              - disciplinary punishment with a probation period;

        -termination of the Contract and expulsion from the Dormitory; 

               - warning with indicating period for the elimination of violation committed or compensation of damage  

                  inflicted;

               - notification of the Student’s parents.

If some property of the Dormitory has been spoiled or lost, the Student shall be materially liable and pay twice as much as the property spoiled/lost cost.
7.2.  The Security Department has the right to check students residing in the Dormitory for alcohol beverages or narcotic drugs. Alcohol drinks and narcotic drugs shall be confiscated by the Security Department and the Dormitory staff.

8. Residential Assistants  Council Regulations 

8.1.  RA Council functions at the KIMEP Dormitory created to work with students.

8.2.  Members of RA Council shall be elected  of every academic year on a competitive basis by students residing in the dormitory. Composition of the RA Council shall be approved by the Dean of Student Affairs.

8.3.  RA Council represents the Dormitory Administration.

8.4.  RA Council arranges cultural events according to the Action plan approved by the DSA.       

8.5.  For the violation of these Rules, RA Council with Educational Specialist has the right to:

- make verbal and written warnings to students violating the Rules;

·  In case of a repeated offence make recommendation for actions to Administration of Student Affairs and Student Affairs Disciplinary Committee.        

9. Miscellaneous 
7.1. Every student residing in the Dormitory shall learn and sign the Residence Rules for KIMEP Dormitory. 

7.2.  These Rules come into force when they are approved by Administration of Student Affairs. The Rules are compulsory for all Students residing in the Dormitory and the Dormitory maintenance staff.

7.3.  These Rules may be amended. Such amendments become effective and compulsory once Administration of Student Affairs formally approves them.
