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1. General provisions and legal status of KIMEP University

1.1. The Joint-Stock Company “KIMEP University” (hereinafter, KIMEP University)
established by General Meeting of Shareholders through changing the name of the joint-stock company
“Kazakhstan Institute of Management, Economics and Strategic Research” to Joint-stock company “KIMEP
University”.

1.2. Full official name of KIMEP University:

- in Kazakh language: «<KUMDII YHuBepcureri» AKIHOHEPIIiK KOFaMBl;
- in Russian: Akunoneproe obmecTBo «YHuBepcuter KUMDI»;

in English: Joint Stock Company “KIMEP University”.
Brlef name of KIMEP University:

- in Kazakh language: «<KKUMDII Yuusepcuteti» AK;
- in Russian: AO «Yuusepcuter KUMDII»;

- in English: JSC “KIMEP University”.

1.3. The present Charter has been elaborated on the basis of the Civil Code of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, Laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-Stock Companies” # 415-11 dated May 13,
2003; “On Non-commercial Organizations” dated January 16, 2001, # 142-I1, “On Education” dated June 7,
1999 # 389-1, and other regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.4. KIMEP University is a non-commercial organization with the legal form of joint-stock
company. KIMEP University shall not pursue an object to get a profit, shall not pay dividends, and shall use
incomes gained it only in line with its chartered goals.

1.5. KIMEP University is a legal entity: it shall possess separate property as an owner and based
on other property rights; it shall possess and be able to acquire and alienate property rights and personal
non-property rights on its own behalf; it shall be responsible within the limits of its property; it shall act on
its own behalf in the court; and it shall have an independent balance.

1.6. KIMEP University shall act on the basis of its constituent instruments and in accordance with
the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The legal capacity of KIMEP University as a legal entity starts from the moment of its state
registration.

KIMEP University operates in the area of undergraduate, graduate/postgraduate and extended
education as prescribed by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan. As a higher educational institution,
KIMEP University also acts on the basis of KIMEP University Catalogue and other documents, which
regulate academic process and internal rules.

1.7. KIMEP University is an owner of:

1) Property assigned by its shareholders;

2) Gained income as well as other property, which was acquired by it on other basis, permitted by
the legislation.

1.8. The sources of assets formation of the JSC “KIMEP University” are the following:

1) Property assigned by its shareholders;

2) Income gained through provision of works, educational and consulting services, and other
commercial activities;

3) Income from securities;

4) Donated property, sponsorship, charitable contributions; donations from Kazakhstani and
international legal entities and natural persons;

5) Other income not forbidden by legislation.

1.9. KIMEP University has right to conduct international operations independently (or through its
mediators) in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.10. KIMEP University has other rights and responsibilities in accordance with legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.11. State licensing of the KIMEP University’s operations is conducted in accordance with
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.



1.12. State attestation of KIMEP University and its programs is carried out in accordance with
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.13. Institutional accreditation of KIMEP University and specialized accreditation of its programs
is carried out in accordance with the procedures established by relevant organizations, including
international ones.

1.14. Disputes between KIMEP University and its shareholders shall be settled in accordance with
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.15. KIMEP University has a settlement account and other accounts, including foreign currency
accounts, in second-tier banks.

KIMEP University has a seal with its name and logotype, letterhead stamps and letterhead stationery.

1.16. The executive body of KIMEP University is located at: 4 Abai Avenue, Almaty, 050010,
Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.17. KIMEP University is not responsible for liabilities of the State and its shareholders, as well
as the State and the shareholders are not responsible for the liabilities of KIMEP University. Shareholder
shall assume the risk related to operations of KIMEP University within the limits of its shares, unless
otherwise is stipulated by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

1.18. Issues not covered by this Charter shall be regulated by current legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

1.19. This Charter is made in Kazakh, Russian and English languages. In case of any differences
between the above texts, the Russian version shall prevail.

2. Subject, Goals and Objectives of Operations of KIMEP University

2.1. Subject, key goals and objectives of operations of KIMEP University are as follows:

1) Facilitation of development of education and science, and knowledge dissemination;

2) Training of highly qualified specialists in undergraduate, graduate and post-graduate programs;

3) Professional development of civil servants and specialists in different fields of the Kazakhstani
economy;

4) Training and professional development of faculty members, administrative and support staff;

5) Organization and conducting of fundamental and applied scientific researches aimed at solving
national and international problems;

6) Utilization of up-to-date educational technologies using Internet access, including of credit-
based system for organization and accounting of academic processes; provision of an access to global
information resources; and development of modern university management tools;

7) Provision of financial assistance to talented students from low-income families through
scholarships and tuition waivers;

8) Expansion of relations with international educational institutions and scientific organizations,
hiring foreign scholars, instructors and professionals to train and re-train Kazakhstani staff, implementation
of joint researches, establishment of exchange programs for students and specialists.

9) Elaboration and publishing of educational, methodological, scientific and specialized literature;

10) Organization and conducting of research symposiums, seminars and conferences with
participation of students and faculty;

11) Performance of other activities and services relevant to its specialization to comply with
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2.2. KIMEP University offers the following educational programs contingent upon having
necessary authorization:

- Bachelor’s degrees in: International Relations; Jurisprudence; International Law; Business

Administration and Accounting; Accounting and Audit; Management; Marketing; Finance;

Economics and Management; Economics; Political Studies; Journalism; International Journalism;

Public Administration; Public and Municipal Administration; Regional Studies; Public Relations;

Design; Foreign Language: Two Foreign Languages; Tourism; and Logistics (with various

concentrations).

- Graduate programs with awarding Master’s degrees in: International Relations; Jurisprudence;
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International Law; Business administration; Economics; Public Administration; Public and Municipal
Administration; International Journalism and Mass Media; International Journalism; International
Business; Public Relations; Design; Regional Studies; Teaching English Language as a Second
Language; Tourism; and Logistics (with various concentrations)

- Philosophy Doctor (PhD) and specialized Doctor’s degrees, as specified by legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, in: Economics, Finance, Management; Marketing; Accounting; Social Sciences; Business
Administration; Business Administration; Public and Local Administration; Evaluation; Jurisprudence;
and International Law.

2.3. Inaccordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, KIMEP University has the right
to:

1) Make decisions concerning its operations, including international ones, independently;

2) Elaborate and improve academic programs and curricula in corresponding fields of training and
further professional development of specialists;

3) Use modern teaching technologies and methods based on international and domestic higher
educational institutions’ experience in preparation and further professional development of specialists;

4) Grant to graduates documents on education of its own and / or state pattern in order, stipulated
by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

5) Confer awards and grants to outstanding scholars and professionals from the Republic of
Kazakhstan and foreign countries for their significant contributions and achievements;

6) On a paid basis, arrange teaching of citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan and foreign
countries, including teaching under contracts with companies and organizations, state public bodies and
international companies;

7) Develop research plans, and engage the University's faculty, local and foreign specialists,
doctorate students and other students into fulfilling such plans;

8) Send faculty and staff for internship to other higher educational institutions and research
organizations, including the ones abroad;

9) Organize research forums (conferences, seminars, symposia, etc.);

10) Publish scientific, academic and methodological literature and periodicals;

11) Elaborate its organizational structure, staff schedule; determine methods of labor organization
and motivation facilitating goals and objectives of the Charter;

12) Implement competitive and contract-based hiring system, applicable also to the foreign
scholars and specialists;

13) Develop and implement effective hiring tools;

14) Carry out any operations not contradicting legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and
objectives of KIMEP University.

3. Founders

The founders of KIMEP University are:
- Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan represented by Committee on State Property and
Privatization under Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and
- Dr. Chan Young Bang, a citizen of the United States of America, currently residing in the
Republic of Kazakhstan, at 76 lgishev Street, Almaty; USA passport Ne 711844285, issued on February 2,
2006, expiration date is February 1, 2016; the residence permit in the Republic of Kazakhstan #026375525
issued on April 20, 2011, effective through February 1, 2016.

4. Rights and Obligations of Shareholders
4.1. KIMEP University shareholder has the right to:
1) Participate in managing KIMEP University in accordance with the procedures stipulated in Law

of the Republic of Kazakhstan On Joint-Stock Companies and this Charter;
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2) Receive information on KIMEP University’s operations, including financial statement reports of
KIMEP University in order, defined by this Charter;

3) Receive statements confirming his or her share ownership from registrar or nominee
shareholder;

4) Propose candidates to be elected to the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP
University to the General Meeting of Shareholders of KIMEP University;

5) Contests decisions adopted by KIMEP University bodies in courts;

6) When owning five or more percents voting shares separately or jointly with other shareholders,
apply to court on his or her own behalf in cases stipulated by Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-
Stock Companies” with a claim on reimbursement of losses caused to the Company by officials, or on return
of profit/income by the Company’s officials and/or individuals affiliated with them, if such profit/income
resulted from decisions on conclusion (proposal of conclusion) of major transactions and/or transactions in
which they are interested;

7) Submit a written request to KIMEP University to provide information regarding KIMEP
University’s operations and grounded replies within thirty days of receiving of the inquiry by KIMEP
University;

8) Obtain part of the property when liquidating KIMEP University proportionate to the amount of
his or her shares;

9) Purchase shares on the priority basis in accordance with law of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

4.2. A major shareholder also has the right to:

1) Request convocation of extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders or apply to court with
claim on its convocation if Board of Trustees/Board of Directors refuses to convene General Meeting of
Shareholders;

2) Propose to the Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors to include additional items to agenda of
the General Meeting of Shareholders in accordance with Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-
Stock Companies”;

3) Request convocation of meeting of Board of Trustees/Board of Directors;

4) Request an audit of the Company to be conducted by an audit company at his or her own
expense.

4.3. A shareholder of KIMEP University is obliged to:

1) Pay for shares;

2) Inform registrar of KIMEP University or his or her nominee shareholder within ten days about
changed information required for the maintenance of the register of KIMEP University shareholders;

3) Not to disclose information about KIMEP University or its operations representing official,
commercial or other secret protected by law;

4)  Perform other duties in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

4.4. KIMEP University and the registrar of the Company shall not be responsible for
consequences of non-observance of the requirement stipulated in clause 4.3(2) of the Charter by the
shareholder.

5. Shares of KIMEP University

5.1. KIMEP University shall issue shares with the purpose of raising funds for performing its
operations, profit from which shall be used exclusively for the development of KIMEP University.

5.2.  KIMEP University shall have the right to issue only ordinary shares. Shares issued shall be
book-entry.

5.3. KIMEP University shall not have the right to issue preferred shares, derivatives or
convertible securities.

5.4. KIMEP University shall not have the right to sign options for acquisition of shares issued by
KIMEP University.

5.5.  KIMEP University shall not accrue or pay out dividends on its shares.

5.6. Share shall be indivisible. If a share belongs to several individuals under the right of
common ownership, they all shall be recognized as one shareholder and exercise their rights certified by the
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share through their common representative.

5.7. A share shall provide to each shareholder owning it the same set of rights as those of other
shareholders.

5.8. An ordinary share of KIMEP University shall provide its holder with the right to
participation in General Meeting of Shareholders with the right to vote on any issue put to voting, and also
to receive part of KIMEP University’s property in case of its liquidation in accordance with procedures
envisaged by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

5.9. Any transactions involving shares shall be done in a way stipulated by legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

5.10. Formation, maintenance and keeping of the register of KIMEP University shareholders may
be done only by Registrar of KIMEP University, which must not be in affiliation with KIMEP University or
its affiliated persons.

6. Management of KIMEP University. Bodies of KIMEP University

The following shall be recognized as bodies of KIMEP University:
Supreme body - General meeting of shareholders;
Managing body - Board of Directors / Board of Trustees;
Executive body — President’s Cabinet;

Academic Council of KIMEP University;

Other collegiate bodies

6.1. General Meeting of Shareholders

6.1.1. KIMEP University shall be obliged to hold annual General Meeting of Shareholders every
year. Other meetings shall be considered extraordinary.

6.1.2. At the annual General Meeting of Shareholders:

1) Annual financial statements of the Company shall be approved,

2) Requests of the shareholders in response to activities of the company and of its officials, and results
of considerations of such requests shall be examined,;

Chairman of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees informs shareholders of KIMEP University on the
amount and structure of compensation for members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees and of the
President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University.

Annual General Meeting of Shareholders also has the right to consider other issues to be within the
competence of the General meeting of shareholders.

6.1.3. The following shall be recognized as the exclusive competence of General Meeting of
shareholders:

1) Amendments to Charter of KIMEP University or approval of its new version;

2) Voluntary reorganization or liquidation of KIMEP University;

3) Decisions on increase of number of the authorized shares of KIMEP University;

4) Defining the number of members and term of office of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees,
election of its members and preterm termination of their powers, and defining amount of bonuses and terms
and conditions payment of such bonuses to members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees;

5) Selection of auditing organization to conduct audit of KIMEP University;

6) Approval of annual financial statements of KIMEP University;

7) Adoption of decisions on participation of KIMEP University creation or operations of other
legal entities through transferring part or several parts of assets totaling to twenty-five and more percent of all
assets held by KIMEP University;

8) Approval of method(s), and changes to be introduced to share evaluation method(s) upon their
redemption by KIMEP University in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

9) Approval of agenda for General meeting of shareholders;

10) Defining procedures for providing to shareholders information concerning operations of
KIMEP University, including selection of mass media;
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11) Introduction and cancelation of a golden share.

12) Other issues, making decisions on which is related to the exclusive competence of the General
Meeting of Shareholders by the Law “On Joint-Stock Companies” and by this Charter.

6.1.4. Decisions of the General Meeting of Shareholders on the issues indicated in clause 6.1.3. (1-
3) hereof shall be adopted by a qualified majority of the total number of voting shares of KIMEP University.
Decisions of the General Meeting of Shareholders on other issues shall be adopted by a simple majority of
votes of the total number of voting shares of KIMEP University participating in the voting.

6.1.5. Delegating authority on issues under the exclusive competence of the General meeting of
shareholders to the competence of other bodies, officials and employees of KIMEP University is prohibited,
unless otherwise is stipulated by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

6.1.6. General Meeting of Shareholders shall have the right to cancel any decisions made by other
bodies of KIMEP University on issues relating to internal operations of KIMEP University.

6.1.7. Annual General Meeting of Shareholders shall be held within five months of the end of a
fiscal year. If it is impossible to complete an audit of KIMEP University for the reported period the aforesaid
term shall be considered as prolonged up to three months.

6.1.8. The Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall convene an annual General meeting of
shareholders. An extraordinary General meeting of the shareholders shall be convened upon the initiative of
the following:

1) The Board of Directors / Board of Trustees;

2) A major shareholder.

6.1.9. General Meeting of Shareholders shall be arranged and carried out by:

1) Executive body — President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University;

2) Company's Registrar in accordance with the agreement made between KIMEP University and the
registrar;

3) Board of Directors / Board of Trustees;

4) Liquidation Committee of the Company.

6.1.10. List of shareholders who have the right to participate in and vote at the General Meeting
of Shareholders shall be compiled by the Registrar of KIMEP University on the basis of information
retrieved from the Register of KIMEP University shareholders. The date of issue of the named list cannot be
earlier than the date of adoption of decision about conducting of General Meeting of Shareholders of
KIMEP University.

6.1.11. If upon completion of list of shareholders with the right to participate in and vote at
General Meeting of Shareholders, a natural person / legal entity included into this list has alienated its voting
shares of KIMEP University, the right for participation at the General Meeting of Shareholders transfers to a
new shareholder. Documents certifying the right of ownership for shares shall be provided.

6.1.12. General Meeting of Shareholders has the right to consider and adopt decisions over items
of Agenda, if by the end of registration of participants, shareholders included into the list of shareholders or
their representatives with the right to participate in and vote at the meeting who possess fifty and more
percent out of the total number of voting shares of KIMEP University has been registered.

6.1.13. Date and time of the General Meeting of Shareholders must be defined in a such way, so
as to enable as many as possible individuals eligible to participate in the meeting to take part in it.

6.1.14. Information about General Meeting of Shareholders of KIMEP University shall be
communicated to the shareholders through notification in writing within the time period fixed by Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-Stock Companies”.

6.1.15. A repeated General Meeting of Shareholders may be appointed at least on the next day
after the date appointed for the initial General Meeting of Shareholders (which has not taken place). Agenda
for repeated General meeting of the shareholders should not be different from the one for the initial General
meeting of shareholders which has not taken place.

6.1.16. Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall formulate agenda for General meeting of
shareholders. The agenda of the General Meeting of Shareholders must contain an exhaustive list of well-
formulated issues to be discussed.

6.1.17. Agenda for the General Meeting of Shareholders may be changed and/or added to by a
major shareholder or by the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees, provided that the shareholders have
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been notified of such amendments at least fifteen days prior to the date of general meeting, or if at General
Meeting of Shareholders the majority of shareholders or their representatives taking part in the General
Meeting of Shareholders and owning jointly not less than ninety five percent of the voting shares of the
company voted for introduction of such additions.

6.1.18. At the opening of General Meeting of Shareholders, conducted in-presentio, Board of
Directors / Board of Trustees shall report on received proposals on amendments to agenda of the meeting.

6.1.19. Agenda for General Meeting of Shareholders is approved by the majority of votes of the
total number of voting shares of KIMEP University represented at the meeting.

If a decision is made by General Meeting of Shareholders in-absentia, agenda for the General
Meeting of Shareholders can not be amended.

6.1.20. General Meeting of Shareholders has no right to consider items which have not been
included into agenda or make decisions any decisions on them.

6.1.21. Materials on items of agenda for General Meeting of Shareholders must contain
sufficient information to the extent necessary for making well-grounded decisions on such items.

6.1.22. Materials on items related to election of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees should
contain the following information about the proposed candidates:

1) Last name, first name, and voluntarily, patronymic name;

2) Information on educational background;

3) Information about affiliation with the company;

4) Information confirming qualifications of the candidate and also information about employers and
positions occupied during the last three years;

In case of inclusion of the issue on election of the Board of Directors of the Company (election of the

new member of the Board of Directors) into the agenda of the General Meeting of Shareholders, the

materials should indicate, what shareholder shall be represented by the recommended candidate to Board

of Directors / Board of Trustees and (or) whether the candidate is considered for the position of

independent director of the company.

If a candidate to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP University is a shareholder or
an individual who is not a shareholder or a candidate to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees as a
representative of a shareholder, this information shall be specified in materials, which shall also include
information about a number of voting shares of KIMEP University owned by the shareholder as of the date
when the list of shareholders is composed.

6.1.23. Expenses associated with convention of, preparation for and conducting of the General
Meeting of Shareholders shall be borne by KIMEP University, except for cases stipulated by Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint Stock Companies”.

6.1.24. Voting at the General Meeting of Shareholders shall be based on the one-share-one-vote
rule, except for the following cases:

1) Limitation of maximum number of votes assigned to one shareholder within his shares in cases

envisaged by the legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

2) Cumulative voting when electing members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees;

3) Granting to each person who participates in the General Meeting of Shareholders one vote for

procedural issues related to conducting of the General meeting of shareholders.

6.1.25. In case of secret ballot voting at General Meeting of Shareholders which is conducted in-
presentio, ballots for such voting shall be for each separate issue for which voting is carried out by secret
ballot.

6.1.26. Decisions of the General Meeting of Shareholders can be made through voting in
absentia. Voting in absentia could be used together with the voting of shareholders present at the General
Meeting of Shareholders (mixed voting) or without conducting General Meeting of Shareholders of KIMEP
University.

6.2.  Board of Directors / Board of Trustees

6.2.1. For the purposes of the elaboration of and finding solutions for strategic development
issues of KIMEP University, utilization of up-to-date international educational technologies, development of
research activities and international academic collaboration, Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of
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KIMEP University is created to consist of most competent representatives of science, education, business
and state bodies of Kazakhstan and foreign countries. Members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees
shall be elected at General Meeting of Shareholders of KIMEP University.

6.2.2. Board of Directors / Board of Trustees accomplishes general administration over KIMEP
University with the exception of those issues which are ascribed by the Charter to the competence of the
General Meeting of Shareholders.

6.2.3. The following issues fall into exclusive competence of Board of Directors / Board of
Trustees:

1. Determination of priority areas of development for KIMEP University, approval of
strategies and development plans for KIMEP University;

2. Deciding on convocation of annual and extraordinary General Meetings of Shareholders;

3. Deciding on placement (distribution) of shares, as well as on the number of shares placed
(distributed) within the amount of authorized shares, and methods and cost of such placement (distribution);

4. Making decision on the redemption of the KIMEP University‘s shares placed and cost of
such redemption;

5. Preliminary approval of annual financial statements of KIMEP University;

6. Approval of the budget of KIMEP University;

7. Approval of tuition fees for all academic programs;

8. Defining the composition and the terms of office of the President’s Cabinet, election of its
Chairman (President of KIMEP University) and members as well as preterm termination of their authorities;

9. Determination of compensation and premium bonuses for Chairman (President of KIMEP
University) and members of the President’s Cabinet;

10. Appointment and determination of term of office of Corporate Secretary, his / her early
termination and the determination of the amount of salary and compensation for the Corporate Secretary.

11. Determination of fees for an audit company and appraiser that shall make market valuation
of property transferred as payment for shares or is a subject of a major transaction;

12. Approval of the documents regulating internal operations of the company (except for the
documents approved by the executive body with the purpose of organizing operations of the company),
including the internal document establishing the conditions and procedures for conducting the auctions and
subscription for the shares of the company;

13. Deciding on establishment of liquidation of branches and representative offices of KIMEP
University and approval of regulations concerning their activities;

14. Deciding on acquisition by the Company of ten and more percent of shares (shares
participating in the registered capital) of other legal entities and also making decisions on the of their
operations;

15. Deciding on issues which are within the competence of General Meeting of Shareholders,
related to legal entities in which KIMEP University owns ten or more percent of shares (share in registered
capital).

16. Increase in liabilities of KIMEP University up to ten or more percent out of its equity
capital;

17. Appointment of registrar of KIMEP University in case of termination of contract with the
previous registrar;

18. Identification of information about KIMEP University or its operations constituting
official, commercial or other type of secret protected by law;

19. Making decision on participation of KIMEP University in creation and functioning of
other companies, excluding the decisions, making which is related to the exclusive competence of the
General meeting of Shareholders by this Charter (sub-clause 7) of the clause 6.1.3) and by the Law;

20. Making a decision on major transactions or transactions in which KIMEP University has
an interest.

6.2.4. Quorum of the meeting of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be at least half the
total number of members of Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors or their authorized representatives.

6.2.5. Decisions of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees on issues indicated in clause 6.2.3
(3. 4, 14, 16, 20) of this Charter shall be adopted by two-third of votes of members of Board of Directors /
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Board of Trustees in presence. Decisions of Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors on other issues shall be
made by simple majority of votes of the members of Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors present at the
meeting in presence.

6.2.6. Any issues related to exclusive competence of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees
cannot be forwarded for consideration to President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University.

6.2.7. Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors shall not have the right to make decisions
contradicting decisions of General Meeting of Shareholders.

6.2.8. For consideration of the most important issues and for the development of
recommendations to the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees, the following sub-committees of the Board
of Directors / Board of Trustees can be formed with the following functions:

e Strategic Planning;
Academic affairs;
Finance affairs;
Advancement;
Student Affairs;
Personnel and compensations;
Other functions stipulated by an internal document of the company.

6.2.9. Sub-committees of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees are composed of members
of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees and experts possessing necessary professional knowledge relevant
to functions of a certain committee.

6.2.10. Head of executive body cannot Chair sub-committees formed by Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees

6.2.11. Procedures for formation and functioning of sub-committees of Board of Directors / Board
of Trustees and number of their members shall be determined by an internal document of the company
approved by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.12. Only an individual can become member of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.13. Members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be elected from:

¢ Shareholders — natural persons (individuals);

e Individuals recommended to be elected to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees as
representatives of shareholders;

e Other parties (with due account of limitations as outlined in clause 6.2.15 hereof).

6.2.14. Elections of members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be done through
cumulative voting. Shareholder shall have the right to give all his or votes according to his or her shares for
only one candidate or distribute them among several candidates to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.
Candidates who received the highest number of votes shall be elected to the Board of Directors / Board of
Trustees. If two or more candidates to the Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors have taken the same
number of votes, additional voting shall be conducted.

6.2.15. An individual who is not a shareholder of the Company and is not recommended to be
elected to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees as the representative of shareholder may be elected as a
member of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees. Number of such individuals may not be more than fifty
per cent of the composition of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.16. Members of President’s Cabinet except for the Chair (President of KIMEP University)
shall not be elected to Board of Directors / Board of Trustees. The Chair of President’s Cabinet (President of
KIMEP University) shall not be elected as Chair of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.17. Number of members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall not be at least three
people. At least one third of the number of the members of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of the
Company should be independent directors.

6.2.18. Members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees can be reelected an unlimited number
of times.

6.2.19. Terms of office of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be established by the
General meeting of shareholders. Terms of office of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall expire
when General meeting of shareholders is conducted, at which the new Board of Directors / Board of
Trustees is elected.
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6.2.20. General Meeting of Shareholders shall have the right to terminate authorities of all or
particular members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees ahead of time.

6.2.21. Pre-term termination of authorities upon initiative of a member of the Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees shall be carried out on the basis of a written notification to the Board of Directors / Board
of Trustees. Authorities of this member shall be ceased from the moment of receiving such notification by
the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.22. In case of the termination of authorities of one or more member(s) of Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees time, election of new member(s) shall be done through cumulative voting, where total
number of votes pertained to each voting share shall be equal to the total number of members of the Board
to be elected. Authorities of such members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall expire
simultaneously with expiration of authorities of Board of Trustees/ Board of Directors as a whole.

6.2.23. Chair of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be elected from the members of
Board of Directors / Board of Trustees by the majority of votes of the total number of members of Board f
Directors / Board of Trustees (through open or secret voting upon the decision of the Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees).

6.2.24. Board of Directors / Board of Trustees has the right to reelect its Chair at any time.

6.2.25. Chair of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall supervise Board of Directors / Board
of Trustees and chair its meetings.

6.2.26. In case of absence of Chair of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees, his/her functions
shall be performed by one of members of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees upon decision of Board of
Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.27. Meetings of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall be convened, prepared for and
conducted in accordance with Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint-Stock Companies”.

6.2.28. Organizational work for convocation, preparation and conducting of Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees meetings shall be carried out by Corporate Secretary, whose position is included into Staff
Schedule of KIMEP University. Corporate Secretary is an employee of KIMEP University who is not a
member of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees or of President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University.
Corporate Secretary shall be appointed by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees and report to it and, in the
framework of his / her activities, she / he shall be responsible for preparation for and conducting of General
Meetings of Shareholders and Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP University, collection of
materials on items of the agenda for General Meetings of Shareholders and Board of Trustees/ Board of
directors meetings, and ensures accessibility to such materials. Power and functions of Corporate Secretary
shall be determined by internal documents of the Company.

6.2.29. Board of Directors / Board of Trustees can make decisions through voting in absentia on
the issues proposed for consideration of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees.

6.2.30. A decision adopted through voting in absentia is acknowledged to be adopted in case of
presence of quorum in timely received ballots.

6.2.31. Decision of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees made through voting in absentia shall
be recorded and signed by Corporate Secretary and Chairman of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees

6.2.32. The Board of Directors / Board of Trustees shall:

1) Monitor and, if possible, eliminate potential conflicts of interests of officials or shareholders,
including misuse of the company’s property and abuse when making transactions representing an interest;
2) Control efficiency of corporate governance practices in the Company.

6.3. Cabinet of the President

6.3.1. President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University shall be responsible for management of current
operations of KIMEP University.

6.3.2. Shareholders and KIMEP University employees who are not its shareholders may be
members of President’s Cabinet.

6.3.3. Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP University is responsible for defining
number of members and terms of office of President’s Cabinet and election of its Chairman (President of
KIMEP University), and preterm termination of their authorities in accordance with requirements of Law of
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the Republic of Kazakhstan on Joint-Stock Companies.

6.3.4. Labor Contract with Chair of President’s Cabinet on behalf of KIMEP University is signed
by Chair of Board of Directors / Board of Trustees or another person authorized to do so by General meeting
of Shareholders or Board of Directors / Board of Trustees. President of KIMEP University shall sign Labor
Contracts with the other President’s Cabinet members.

6.3.5. President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University shall reinforce decisions of General Meeting of
Shareholders and Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP University.

6.3.6. President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University has the right to make decisions in regards to any
operational issues at KIMEP University not referred to as the responsibility of other bodies and officials of
KIMEP University by statutes of the Republic of Kazakhstan and this Charter, including financial
management (budget development), strategic planning, student enrollment (enrollment policies and
strategies), and development of organizational chart of the Company.

6.3.7. Quorum to conduct meeting of President’s Cabinet shall be at least half the total number of
all members of President’s Cabinet.

6.3.8. Decisions of President’s Cabinet are made by the majority of votes of President’s Cabinet
members in presence.

6.3.9. Chair of President’s Cabinet (President of KIMEP University) shall:

1)  Ensure the fulfillment of provisions of this Charter;

2) Arrange implementation of decisions of General meeting of Shareholders and Board of
Directors / Board of Trustees

3) Perform general management over KIMEP University and be responsible for its efficiency;

4)  Supervise President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University;

5)  Represent the employer, enter into labor relations and relations connected with labor;

6) Approve Staff Schedule;

7) Assign responsibilities, authorities and duties to members of President’s Cabinet. In case of
his or her absence delegates his/her duties to one of members of President’s Cabinet;

8) Reinforce academic and administrative ethics standards;

9) Approve documents regulating internal activities of KIMEP University, apart from those to
be approved by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees and Academic Council of KIMEP University;

10) Determine procedures for employment of reserve capital of KIMEP University;

11) Appoint Chairs of branches and representative offices of KIMEP University;

12) Act on behalf of KIMEP University in relations with third parties;

13) Issue powers of attorney empowering individuals to act on behalf of KIMEP University in
relations with third parties.

14) organize anti-corruption work and be personally responsible for such work.

6.4. Academic Council of KIMEP University

6.4.1. Academic Council is managing body for academic affairs, and it shall be composed of
faculty members.

6.4.2. Number of members of Academic Council, procedures for appointment / election of its
members, terms of office and other issues not stipulated in the Charter shall be defined in accordance with
procedures stipulated by Bylaw on Academic Council approved by the President’s Cabinet of KIMEP
University.

6.4.3. Responsibilities of Academic Council of KIMEP University shall include:

1) Preliminary approval of new academic programs of KIMEP University and developing
recommendations for further approval by President’s Cabinet and Board of Directors / Board of
Trustees;

2) Develop faculty hiring plans and preliminary approval of professional development plans for
faculty and researchers for further approval by the President’s Cabinet;

3) Participate in discussions on budget, strategic planning, enrollment and Faculty Code of
Practice;

4) Participate in elaboration of KIMEP University Catalog to be further approved by President’s
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Cabinet;
5) Confer academic degrees to students who have completed educational programs of their
choice;
6) Confer honorary degrees and academic titles;
6.4.4. Quorum of meeting of Academic Council shall be at least half the total number of
members of Academic Council.
6.4.5. Decisions of Academic Council shall be made by simple majority of votes of Academic
Council members in presence. Chair of Academic Council shall be elected by simple majority of Academic
Council members.
6.4.6. Meetings of Academic Council shall be convened at least two times per year.
6.4.7. For consideration of the most important issues falling within the competence of Academic
Council and for development of recommendations for Academic Council, subcommittees of Academic
Council may be created.

6.5.  Other Collegiate Bodies

6.5.1. Executive Committee is a standing committee, which meets at request of the President.

6.5.2. Executive Committee includes Vice Presidents, Deputies to the President, Associate Vice
Presidents, Deans, Director of Marketing Communications, Chief Accountant and Chief Lawyer. The role of
the Executive Committee is to assist and provide guidance and recommendations to the Cabinet of the
President as and when appropriate.

6.5.3. A quorum of the meeting of the Executive Committee shall be not less than two-thirds of the
total number of members of Executive Committee.

6.5.4. Decisions of Executive Committee shall be adopted by simple majority of votes of Academic
Council members in presence. Chair of Executive Committee shall be elected by simple majority of votes of
all members of Executive Committee.

6.5.5. Upon the decision of President’s Cabinet, other collegiate bodies can be created, operational
procedures and responsibilities of which are subject to approval by President of KIMEP University.

7. Officials of KIMEP University

7.1. Members of the Board of Directors / Board of Trustees and President’s Cabinet and Chief
Accountant of the Company shall be considered officials of KIMEP University.
7.2. The officials of KIMEP University shall:

1)  Fulfill their responsibilities in good faith and use means representing interests of the
Company and its shareholders to the utmost (for the purpose of this clause “in bad faith” means
making a decision (proposal for conclusion) not in the best interests of KIMEP University and
shareholders on conclusion of major transactions and (or) transactions in concluding which there is an
interest in violation of principles of performance of KIMEP University officials set by the law, and
which has resulted in losses not included into regular entrepreneurial risk are inflicted to KIMEP
University);

2)  Not use or allow to use KIMEP University property in a way contradicting KIMEP
University Charter and decisions of the General Meeting of Shareholders or Board of Directors / Board
of Trustees, or use property in personal interests, or abuse while conducting transactions with its
affiliated persons;

3) Secure the integrity of the accounting and financial reporting system, including
independent audit;

4)  Control disclosure and sharing of information concerning operations of KIMEP
University in accordance with requirements of legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

5) Keep information on the operations of the Company confidential, as well as within three
years of discontinuation of work at the Company, unless otherwise is indicated in internal documents
of the company.

7.3. Officials of KIMEP University shall be liable within their authority established by laws of
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the Republic of Kazakhstan, to the Company and shareholders for damages caused through their acts or
omissions, including but not limited to losses resulted from:

1) submission of deceptive or misleading information;

2) violation of procedures for providing information as set forth by Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan
On Joint-Stock Companies;

3) proposal for conclusion and (or) decisions on conclusion of major transactions and (or) transactions in
making which there is an interest, resulting into losses for KIMEP University caused by their acts and (or)
omissions in bad faith, including receiving of revenues (income) by them or by their affiliated persons as a
result of conclusion of such transactions with the Company.

For purposes of this article “omission” means that an official of KIMEP University abstained when
making decisions on conclusion of major transactions and (or) transactions in conclusion of which there is a
interest, and, as a result, losses which are not considered a regular entrepreneurial risk have been inflicted by
KIMEP University, or if the official did not take part in the voting without a reasonable excuse.

8. Affiliates of KIMEP University

8.1. Criteria for acknowledging legal entities and natural persons an affiliated party of KIMEP
University, as well as particularities of transactions between KIMEP University and affiliated persons are
defined by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

8.2. Information about affiliated parties of KIMEP University is not official, commercial or other
secret protected by law.

8.3. KIMEP University keeps records of its affiliated parties based on the information provided by
such parties to Registrar of KIMEP University.

8.4. Affiliated parties of KIMEP University shall submit the following information on their
affiliations:

1. For natural persons: surname, name, patronymic name (if any); date of birth and
other information in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
2. For legal entities: full name of legal entity; date and number of state registration of

legal entity, its mail address and physical address, and other information in accordance with
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
8.5. Natural persons and legal entities which are affiliated parties of KIMEP University shall submit
to the Company information on their affiliations within 7 (seven) days of the date of acknowledging
(termination) of affiliation in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

9. Enrollment to KIMEP University

9.1. KIMEP University Student Enrollment Policy shall not discriminate any student based on
racial, ethnical, national, religious, gender, social, family, physical, geographical, age-related or any other
subjective criteria.

9.2. KIMEP University admits citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreign nationals and
stateless citizens with secondary education (general secondary education), elementary vocational education
(technical and vocational education), secondary vocational (post-secondary), or higher education to its
undergraduate programs on a competitive basis.

9.3. KIMEP University admits citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreign nationals and
stateless citizens with higher education to its graduate (Master's) programs on a competitive basis.

9.4. KIMEP University admits citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan, foreign nationals and
stateless citizens holding Master’s degree to its graduate (Doctoral) programs on competitive basis.

9.5. Students shall be enrolled in accordance with KIMEP University Admission policies, including
enrollment developed in accordance with standard admission policies approved by an authorized body in
education.

9.6. Students may be enrolled to KIMEP University under state orders and student exchange
agreements with Kazakhsstani and foreign universities.

9.7. Additional criteria and student enrollment rules not covered in standard policies shall be
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approved for each major by President’s Cabinet based on recommendations of Admission and Financial Aid
Committee and College Councils, and are published in Catalog and Admission Rules for each academic year.

10. Provision of Fee-Based Services

10.1. KIMEP University provides educational services on a paid basis.

10.2. Tuition fee for each undergraduate and graduate (Master’s and doctoral) degree is approved
by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees upon recommendations of President’s Cabinet and may be
changed once per year at most.

10.3. Payment of tuition fee is governed by Educational Services Contract.

10.4. List of other services and terms and conditions of their provision are approved by
President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University.

10.5. Cost of services other than undergraduate and graduate (Master’s and doctoral) programs is
approved by the Office of the President.

10.6. Tuition fees shall be paid by students on their own, or under state order programs or
contracts with legal entities.

11. Formalization of Relationships between KIMEP University and Students and/or their
Parents and other Legal Representatives

11.1. Relationships between KIMEP University and students and/or their parents and other legal
representatives are regulated by contract and KIMEP Catalog.

11.2. KIMEP University makes every effort to ensure that a student and/or his or her parents or
legal representatives have an access to the KIMEP Charter, license for educational services (including those
for degree programs), admission rules, Catalog and other documents regulating management of educational
process and internal policies.

12. Management of Educational Process

12.1. Educational process in undergraduate and graduate programs is arranged in accordance with
working curricula and syllabi, and rules and standards of KIMEP Catalog.

12.2. Catalog is approved by President’s Cabinet upon recommendation of the Academic Council
and is published annually on the KIMEP web-site.

12.3. The language of instruction at KIMEP University is English. KIMEP University also has
the right to provide educational services in the state and/or Russian language.

12.4. Courses are offered in daytime and in the evening.

12.5. KIMEP University’s faculty have the right to use teaching methods which correspond to the
teaching and learning environment, including lectures, seminars, practical sessions (business games, field
trainings, etc.), presentations of invited professionals, individual and joint researches, group discussions,
debates, consultations (collective and individual consultations), workshops, internship and traineeship, tests
and exams, written assignments, course papers and theses/dissertations, independent researches, distant
learning, etc.

12.6. All KIMEP University undergraduate and graduate programs follow the Northern American
educational model.

12.7. Undergraduate and graduate (Master’s) students who have successfully completed their
chosen degrees and fulfilled all academic requirements established by Catalog, and obligations in
accordance with Educational Services Contract concluded between KIMEP and students, and the decision of
Academic Council, are awarded respective academic degree and diploma within a period established by law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

12.8. A PhD degree and specialized Doctor’s degree are awarded in accordance with current law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

12.9. Students of extended learning programs are awarded a certificate of approved pattern upon
completion of their studies.
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12.10. Students of KIMEP University shall have the right to use the premises, equipment, library
holdings, as well as other facilities of KIMEP University, apply for financial assistance and for part-time
positions on campus during their study period in the case of job openings.

12.11. Students of KIMEP University are obliged to:

1) Acquire theoretical knowledge, practical skills, and modern methods of research in the field of
their studies in order to fulfill requirements stipulated by the academic program;

2) Be familiar with and observe norms and rules published in the Catalog, and obey general rules,
regulations and instructions, established by KIMEP University.

12.12. In case of failure to fulfill their obligations, students may be subject to disciplinary actions
determined by KIMEP University Catalog.

12.13. The student can leave KIMEP University upon his/her initiative or can be dismissed from
KIMEP University due to:

1) Transferring to another academic institution;

2) Health conditions;

3) Unacceptable academic performance;

4) Non-payment of academic tuition fees;

5) Violation of the academic discipline and internal regulations of KIMEP University.

12.14. Expulsion of students from KIMEP University shall be done based on a decision of
KIMEP Disciplinary Committee. Procedures for consideration of student expulsion are determined by
KIMEP Catalog for each corresponding year.

13. Assessment of Students’ Skills, Interim and Final Examinations: Types and Conditions

13.1. All degrees and courses have expected learning outcomes.

13.2. The KIMEP University system of current assessment of students’ skills, interim and final
examinations includes tools of continuous evaluation of an academic progress achieved by a student during
learning. In the beginning of each academic year (course), students are informed about assessment methods
applied.

13.3. Methods of current assessment of students” skills, interim and final examinations in each
course of curricula of a specific degree are defined by faculty on their own, however, it should be done on
the basis of requirements of policies on current assessment of student skills, interim and final examinations
as approved by KIMEP Academic Council.

14. Public Organizations

14.1. Independent public organizations, student, faculty and staff councils, and alumni
association may be established at KIMEP University. KIMEP University shall support such public
organizations in their activities.

14.2. Establishment and functioning of organizational units of political parties and religious
organizations (associations) at KIMEP University are not allowed.

14.3. KIMEP University shall not have the right to provide its premises for conducting sessions
and meetings of political parties and religious organizations and associations.

14.4. Faculty members of KIMEP University are banned to use educational processes with such
aims as political agitation, religious propaganda, or encouragement of students to actions contradicting
Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan and Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

15. Branches and Representative Offices of KIMEP University

15.1. KIMEP University does not have any branches or representative offices.

15.2.  KIMEP University shall have the right to establish branches and representative offices in
the Republic of Kazakhstan as per current legislation of Kazakhstan.

15.3. The established branches and representative offices shall not be considered legal entities.
They shall be provided with property and facilities of KIMEP University and act on the basis of Regulations
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approved by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees of KIMEP University. All the property provided to a
branch or representative office shall be accounted both on separate balance and on general balance of KIMEP
University.

15.4. Heads of the branches and representative offices shall be appointed by President of KIMEP
University and shall act on basis of the power of attorney.

15.5. Branches and representative offices shall act on behalf of KIMEP University. KIMEP
University shall bear responsibility for operations of its branches and representative offices.

15.6. Branches and representative offices are subject to record registration, and if name is
changed - to re-registration.

15.7. Establishment of branches and representative offices of KIMEP University abroad shall be
regulated by legislation of the host country and this Charter.

16. Annual Financial Statements and Audit of KIMEP University

16.1. Financial statements of KIMEP University shall include statements envisaged by legislation
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on accounting and financial statements.

16.2. KIMEP University President’s Cabinet annually presents at General Meeting of
Shareholders for discussion and approval annual financial statements for the last year audited in accordance
with law of the Republic of Kazakhstan on auditing, Apart from financial statements, President’s Cabinet
presents auditor’s report at the General Meeting.

16.3. Annual financial statements are subject to preliminary approval by Board of Directors /
Board of Trustees at least thirty days prior to the date of annual General Meeting of Shareholders.

16.4. Final approval of annual financial statements of KIMEP University is performed at the
Annual General Meeting of Shareholders.

16.5. KIMEP University is obliged to publish its financial statements annually in
Kazakhstanskaya Pravda newspaper or at its web-site www.kimep.kz in accordance within the timeframe
established by authorized body.

16.6. Information about a major transaction and (or) transaction in conclusion of which there is an
interest shall be disclosed in disclosure note to annual financial statement in accordance with the
international financial reporting standards. Information on the transaction resulting in acquisition or
alienation of property to the amount of ten or more per cent of the total assets of the Company shall include
data on parties to the transaction, terms and conditions of the transaction, nature and amounts of equity
interests of individuals involved, and other data about the transaction.

16.7. KIMEP University must audit its annual financial statements.

16.8. Audit can be performed at the initiative of by Board of Directors / Board of Trustees or by
President’s Cabinet at the expense of KIMEP University, or upon request of a large shareholder at his / her
own expense, where the shareholder has a right to select the audit company independently. If an audit is
performed upon the request of a major shareholder, KIMEP University is obliged to provide the audit
company, upon its request, with all required information.

16.9. If President’s Cabinet of KIMEP University evades an audit, audit can be accomplished on
the basis of a court decision upon action initiated by any stakeholder.

17. Reorganization and Liquidation of KIMEP University

17.1. Reorganization of KIMEP University (merging, takeover, division, detachment,
transformation) shall be carried out in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.2. KIMEP University cannot be transformed into a commercial organization.

17.3. Decision on voluntary liquidation of KIMEP University shall be made by General meeting
of Shareholders, which determines liquidation procedure upon consultation with creditors and under their
supervision in accordance with legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.4. Compulsory liquidation of KIMEP University shall be carried out by court in cases
envisaged by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.5. A liquidation committee shall be appointed in accordance with decision or General Meeting
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of Shareholders or court decision.
Liquidation committee shall be empowered to manage KIMEP University during the liquidation period

and conduct activities enlisted in legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.6.  Liquidation procedure and procedures for creditors” claims settlement shall be governed by
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.7. In case of liquidation of KIMEP University, its authorized shares including outstanding
ones shall be cancelled in accordance with procedures stipulated by legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

17.8.  Once creditors’ claims are settled, liquidation committee shall distribute the property left
between shareholders proportionally to number of shares owned by them.

17.9.  Liquidation is recognized accomplished and KIMEP University - ceased to exist after the
relevant record is made in the state unified register of legal entities.
