Keywords: Provide from five to 10, capitalized
Follow this template in all sections, such as a literature review, a discussion of your methods, a summary of your results, conclusions, and references.  (But we do not require your paper to follow this structure.  You should adopt the structure that makes clearest your key points.)  Put all technical material in appendices unless the reader needs it to understand your paper. 

The introduction should clearly state your research question and its context. Your literature review should focus on results that bear upon your question, and it should make clear where your paper fits in.  Describe your results concisely, and discuss their implications and limitations in your conclusion.  In most cases, your paper should not exceed 15 single-spaced pages.
Bear in mind that most Journal readers are business scholars who are unlikely to specialize in your own field.  Define all technical terms, and explain why your paper may interest a non-specialist.  If you are not fluent in English, then please consider a co-author who is.

Use the Times New Roman font in 12-point type.  Put the page number on the top right-hand corner.  Indent paragraphs except those that immediately follow a main heading or subheading. Remove spaces between paragraphs; you can do this easily in Word by going to Home on the top toolbar and selecting Paragraph, Line and Paragraph Spacing. Justify your pages using normal style: that is, .75” on top and bottom; 1.18” on the left, and .5” on the right. In Word, you can simply go to Layout on your menu toolbar and choose Margins, Normal. 
A typical citation looks like this (Smith, 1976) or this (Smith & Wesson, 1976) or this (Tinker, Evers, & Chance, 1976).  For a paper with more than five authors, use this (Smith et al., 1976).  In a citation, use the ampersand only in parentheses; in the main text, use “and.” Thus “Smith and Wesson (2016) explore secular stagnation”; but “economists are returning to the Keynesian model (Smith & Wesson, 2016).” 

When quoting directly, please include the page number in the citation, like this (Smith, 1976, p. 23).  For an author with several publications in the same year, use (Smith, 1976a).  
Every citation should correspond to a reference in the bibliography, and every reference should correspond to at least one citation in the main text.  Delete any reference that does not correspond to a citation.
Please follow American English in spelling and grammar.  For example, use “ruble,” not “rouble.” 

Empirical papers should provide either an appendix with any statistical data used, a Web address for the data, or an email address from which the reader can request the data.
1. Common Errors
Numbers.  When writing numbers, remember that American English uses a comma where Russian uses a decimal point, and a decimal point where Russian takes a comma.  Express “three thousand” as “3,000,” not “3.000”; and “three and one-tenth” as “3.1,” not “3,1.”  
In general, write out the integers from zero through nine and express other integers as numbers: “Nine economists” but “10 sociopaths.”  Express all negative integers and all non-integers as numbers.

Personal pronouns and possessives.  Do not use “their” or “them” when referring to one person.  Use “her” or “his,” not “his/her” or “his or her”; “she” or “he” but not “he/she” or “he or she.”  When in doubt, use the female form.  Thus write: “Each economist should stick to her specialty” – not “each economist should stick to their specialty”, since it is unclear here whether the specialty to be adopted is that of our particular economist or of economists in general.
Active and passive voices.  The active voice is clearer and more informative than the passive.  Write: “I will argue that…” or “this paper will argue that…” -- not “it will be argued that…” since it is unclear in the latter who will be arguing, the writer or the reader.  However, the passive voice has its uses. For example, putting the actor at the end of the sentence might make it more vivid.
Punctuation.  When using quotation marks, place periods and commas within the marks.  For example, write 


the industrial base remains “structurally weakened.”  

not   


the industrial base remains “structurally weakened”.  
Omit periods from abbreviations with capital letters: The US, not the U.S. An exception is when the abbreviation is an adjective—for example, “the U.S. Army.”
Italicize unfamiliar foreign words. Also italicize technical words on the first use.
“Data” is plural; “datum” is singular.
2. Illustrations and Tables

2.1 General Instructions
When you have only a few tables or illustrations, position them on or near the page where you discuss them, preferably at the top or bottom of the page.  If you have many tables, put them in an appendix.  In any case, your narrative should express the main points of the figure or table so that the reader can skip it if she wishes.
The title and number of the table should appear in 12-point type at the top of the table; italicize the title and capitalize important words.  Cite the data source below the table in 10-point type.

2.3 Bionotes

At the end of your main text, please provide a biographical sketch of roughly 100 to 250 words about each coauthor.  It should mention the author’s highest degree and where it was earned.  For example:

John Smith is an associate professor of frisbie science at the Old University in Moscow.  He earned a Ph.D in mud-wrestling at Anywhere University.

2.4 Summaries
After the bionote and before the references, please summarize your paper in two or three sentences, in English, Russian, and Kazakh. This is not the abstract; it is a quick guide to the paper to enable the reader, who may not be fluent in English, to decide whether to read it in depth.  For example:

English: The panel dataset has been constructed from rotating cross-section data of Kazakhstan Household Budget Surveys. The results show that the constructed panel data is reliable in measurements of poverty dynamics.  

Russian: Панельные данные были построены на основе ежегодных пространственных данных обследовании бюджетов домохозяйств в Казахстане. Результаты показывают, что построенные панельные данные надежны для измерения бедности в динамике.

Kazakh: Панельдік мәліметтер Қазақстандағы үй бюджеттерін жыл сайынғы зерттеу бойынша кеңістіктік мәліметтер негізінде құрастырылды. Нәтижелер көрсеткендей, панельдік деректер уақыт бойынша кедейлікті өлшеу үшін сенімді. 
2.5 References
Start the References section on a new page.  In titles of papers and books, capitalize the first word, as well as the word immediately following a colon, like this: Simulation model design and execution: Building digital worlds.  Do not underline URLs or email addresses, and use the font color black for them, like this: www.kimep.kz/bang-college-of-business/central-asia-business-journal .
